Bunny Hull is a Grammy Award-winning¨  songwriter and founder of a multi-award 
winning childrenÕs educational entertainment company, Dream A World¨   
 
For 14 years Hull, has won critical praise and multiple awards for writing and producing 
original, educational music and books and conducting workshops which inspire children 
to learn about positive aspects of life, self-image, diversity and relationships by 
accessing a variety of subjects. 
 
The Young Masters Little Wisdom Series, book series and CD collection written by Hull 
are each 2008 ParentsÕ Choice Winners. Dream A World: A Child’s Journey To Self-
Discovery was a 2004 ParentsÕ Choice Award Winner. Other awards are for Peace In 
Our Land: Children Celebrating Diversity, A Child’s Spirit, Happy Happy Kwanzaa: 
Kwanzaa For The World and include: Three National Parenting Publication Awards, two 
Dr. Toy Awards, and A ParentsÕ Guide To ChildrenÕs Media Award. In 2003 Hull was 
dubbed ÒMusical Ambassador to childrenÓ by L.A. Parent Magazine for the way she 
enlightens and connects with children.  
 
In the field of music, Hull has received over 20 Gold and Platinum awards for 
performance and composition. Her music has appeared on shows such as Charmed, 
The Today Show, Oprah, Sesame Street, Mickey Mouse Club, Alvin and the 
Chipmunks, The SimpsonsÉi n films Evan Almighty, Bruce Almighty, Leap Of

Jenny Craig, Toyota and Verizon. Her clientele include Universal, Paramount, 
Dreamworks, Miramax, NBC, ABC, CBS and HBO as well as many cable stations. 



 
Through her commitment to community and school outreach, Hull has touched 
thousands of children with workshops and performances. Outreach includes participation 
in Washington D.C.Õs International Child Art Foundation, involving children from over 
60 countries, the 2008 La Times/UCLA sponsored Festival of Books with over 140,00 
in attendance, 2008 Kidfest, Milwaukee, 15,000 in attendance, the Los Angeles Times 
sponsored events Kid City, attended by more than 45,000 and to packed houses at both 
L.A.Õs Alex Theatre, Cerritos Center For The Arts, and UCLAÕs Royce Hall with American 
Repertory Dance CompanyÕs ÒStories of HeroesÓ and DREAMS. 
 
In the educational field, Hull has developed curriculum for Professional Teacher Training 
and students in the Los Angeles Unified School District, showing how they could 
circumvent cuts in arts funding to bring music and creative arts into classrooms to 
encourage childrenÕs interest in core subjects, as well as how they can use creativity to 
make a difference in their own lives. She believes the arts teach children how to connect 
with who they are.

Partnership Network. She also conducts residencies in colleges all over the US.
